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New members and new public consultation
The Corporate Governance Committee met on 3 September 2007.

At the meeting, it decided to coopt new members for a three-year term. They will join the board of directors of Corporate Governance Committee (a private foundation), chaired by Maurice Lippens. The new members are:
· Pierre Berger, President of the Institut des Réviseurs d’Entreprises (IRE/IEC);
· Xavier Dieux, Lawyer and Professor at ULB (Université Libre de Bruxelles);
· Koen Geens, Lawyer and Professor at KUL (Katholieke Universiteit Leuven);
· Aloïs Michielsen, Chairman of the Board of Solvay;
· Robert Tollet, Chairman of the Central Economic Council. 

In addition, Olivier Lefebvre informed the Committee that he will soon be leaving the management bodies of NYSE Euronext. The Committee accepted Olivier Lefebvre's resignation from the Committee and expressed its gratitude for his significant contribution to the Committee's work, specifically with regard to drafting and promoting the Code. Having been informed of Euronext's intention to appoint Bruno Colmant to replace Olivier Lefebvre within the management bodies of NYSE Euronext, the Committee decided to coopt Bruno Colmant as a member of the Committee.
The Committee also decided to hold a new public consultation in early October on the Belgian Corporate Governance Code published by the Committee in December 2004. 

The main purpose of the consultation will be to determine to what extent the Code contributes to the development of governance practices that encourage a spirit of enterprise and risk management.

Drawing on the findings of the consultation and an analysis of observed and anticipated governance developments, the Committee will publish a report in 2008 and, where appropriate, adapt or amend the recommendations currently set out in the Lippens Code. 
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
